This program is a Tech Prep
program, which allows students the potential to earn college credit while still in
high school and scholarship money towards an Associate’s Degree at Sinclair
Community College.

MVCTC alumni from the Computer Technology Academy have received job
offers right out of high school with employers such as Teradata, Premier Health
Partners, Montgomery County Auditor’s Office, the U. S. Marines, and Woolpert.
