2021 W2s or 1099

e All W2s from all jobs, even if
you only worked one day.

All W2s, or 1099s, even if you only worked one
day.

If biological/adoptive parent is married,
spouse’s information will also be required,
even if the two were not married in 2021.

If parents are separated, only the W2 of the
parent on the FAFSA, is needed.
